ACCESS 
INFORMATION

Assistance dogs ONLY in the 1912 Mill 
(Print Fair & workshop area) and 
Museum & Archive.

The Print Fair is on the 1st floor of the 
1912 Mill, which is accessed by 1 flight 
of stairs or a wheelchair accessible lift. 

Lego and Comic workshops will be held 
in the Finishing Room, which has flat 
access to the rear of the Gallery (through 
the Main Yard). 

All other workshops including drop-ins 
will be held on the 3rd floor of the 1912 
Mill, which is accessed by 3 flights of 
stairs or a wheelchair accessible lift. 

Blue Badge holders get priority access to 
the Print Fair - no queuing needed.

Free entry to the Print Fair for carers and 
under 12s.

TELL US YOUR THOUGHTS

Accessible toilets and baby changing 
facilities can be found on the ground 
floor of the 1912 Mill, the Gallery 
Corridor, and in every other building 
on site.

Most retail, food and drink venues on 
site have flat or lift access. 

The Spinning Mill & Twisting Studios 
have lift access. 

Red Lane Mill Studios are accessed by 
stairs only. The Studio Print Trail can 
be completed in the Gallery if you are 
unable to access Red Lane Studios.

Bike racks and limited free parking 
available across the site, including Blue 
Badge spaces.

Find a Mill Host in a pink hi-vis vest 
for assistance across the site and for 
directions to quiet spaces.
